St Patrick’s College as a Catholic school in tlaglition of Blessed
Edmund Rice is committed to providing educatiorgdartunities for
Indigenous boys to redress some of the past ireguit access to
education and to help develop a generation of ksadko can return to
their communities and inspire and educate futuregsions of
indigenous learners. The College currently workihidur Indigenous
communities including Ballarat, Framlingham, Timi@reek and the
Tiwi Islands. The College is committed to develapgtrong two way
relationships with communities that will supportysan enhancing
their educational and future vocational opportesitas well as
providing invaluable immersion opportunities fomalmdigenous boys
at St Patrick’s.

The College has been urged by the community of €mitreek to take
in its boys and educate them within our rich Cathivhdition. Timber
Creek has a population of approximately 300 peapteis recognised
as a remote community, being approximately 330nhkdtres west of
Katherine in the Northern Territory. Timber Creelsta Kindergarten
to Year 8 school and like many Indigenous commaesitias challenges
with school attendance, academic achievement affd-stention. The
students are extremely well behaved, motivatedestidusiastic but
require additional support to make the transitmBallarat.

The weather in Ballarat is an obvious challengé sbum is the
language and style of instruction at the Colledee Boys from Timber
Creek speak in their native tongue at home andesbterally
completing their studies in a second language! He¢he boys need
additional oneon-one tutoring to help overcome some of these
difficulties. Being so far away from home the bayso get home sick,
particularly as they are all from very clekeit communities They
miss having younger and older siblings, parentstsaand uncles

around — just as would any boy from Ballarat wraswuddenly away
from home!

How can the St Patrick's Communitglp?

1. Volunteer Tutoring — this would involve working cne-one
with students to assist them with studies. Thisduo#
require a formal teaching qualification, simply tirae to
work with students in completing set home studitsaSome
of the boys require some basic assistance to coesretask
or to attain the confidence to attempt new workwAth all
students they also require time on task and affionaf
positive performance.

2.  Weekend Hosts — understandably our Indigenous keecard
get very homesick at times and yearn for the natynaf
family life and simple things such as a shared ntgplto the
football or a ‘sleep over’ at mate’s place. In dibai there are
times when the College’s Boarding Houses are claseldso
accommodation for students is required. The Collegeld
love to have a register of ‘Host Families’ who abplovide
such experiences and opportunities for studentiopha-
boarder’ status is available for families who c#ero
reasonable circumstances to support any of oudecsbut
in this context, particularly our indigenous stutdeinom
remote communities.
