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The Symbol of the Cross

As we continue our journey through Lent it is satytto reflect upon
the theology of the Cross. The College Crest Usissas its dominant
symbol and we are currently ordering new crucifixes the
buildings to be blessed on St Patrick’'s Day. Whywdo place this
symbol in every classroom and surround our chapl multiple
images of the death of Christ? It is because thésie coupled with
his resurrection from the tomb, forms the basiewfbelief in a God
who saves. What is a contemporary comprehensiv@dtye of the
Cross?

To assist me in this search | was helped by reatliegReligious
Education publicatiornLiving Light (2002)and its exploration of
themes that underpin the theology of the Crosssé@liieur elements
transcend the varying cultural and religious exgimess of the death
of Christ we find in literature and art.

Firstly the Cross is a symbol of God's vulnerabtawvpr. What a
metaphor! Strength and fragility together. God’'scegtance of
suffering as a powerful gesture. The cross is absynof God’s
complete identification with human sufferine know that Jesus is
fully divine and fully human and in his death heoyed his real,
authentic association with humankind. If Christ didt die then
suffering millions throughout the centuries coulssert that God
does not know our pain. The most accessible thetleeoCross is
simple: God'’s total identification with human kin@od suffered as
we do.

The second component of a theology of the Cro$iseisecognition
that God resists evil. Though an unjust sentence passed upon
him Jesus did not resort to evil in order to viadéc himself, he
mutely accepted his suffering. Any cursory readifg people’s
history will furnish you with many examples of pé®pvho are
unjustly charged with an offenc@od shows peaceful solidarity with
all oppressed peopl: the crucifixion and models a resistance to
retaliation and hurt. Jesus was the victim of adgudgement but
neither resorted to payback, nor evil as a response

The third component of the symbolic power of theos3ris the
interpretative key the image offers. By virtue betCross we can
grasp the concept thhy dying to egoism | can give birth to my true
self.1 can become free and bear witness to God’s trothlave by
placing myself last. The Cross is the symbol dfealbng plan to die
to one’s own ego. Such a faith-filled decision wgile birth to one’s
true self. Once we have offered our lives to Gocceue bear freedom
for truth and love. The key to life is found in theystery of dying to
one’s self.

The final element in an understanding of the cisghat it teaches
Christians thainswerving commitment to love of neighbdthuis is

not merely self sacrifice but a steadfast caretlfimse around us.
Wearing a cross or praying the classroom prayeorbed crucifix

should remind us that our conformation to Christggin at our
baptism, demands a daily love of others.

So as we read different accounts of the crucifixiorthe Gospel,
trace the development of the Church’s Tradition &iev ancient
and current artistic works we remember that thestmts don't
change. In the death of Christ we note God's idieation with

suffering, God’s resistance of evil, God’s messagdie to one’s self
and God’s example of mutual love. These never ahang
